DISCUSSION QUESTIONS 

1. Has your life ever been impacted by the generosity of others?  If so, how?

3. Do you think it is important to give money to God through the local church? Why or why not?  
4. What is the difference between a ​tithe​ and an ​offering​? 
5. Why do people get weirded out when the church starts talking about money? 
6. Why should people lean in when a healthy church starts talking about money? 
7. If you are a percentage giver, how has that impacted your life?  
8. What are some obstacles or excuses people give for not giving a tithe?  
9. When giving to someone in need who you don’t have a relationship with, why is it better to give to 

that person “collectively” as the body of Christ? 
10. What problems in our community, nation, and world could be solved if every Christ follower became 

a faithful tither?
